PEOPLE'S COLLEGE.— The work on the 
People's College is progressing finely. The 
weather during the last month has been fa­
vorable, and a large amount of labor has 
been done, not only on the walls, but in 
manufacturing brick and procuring other 
materials. A kiln of three buudred thousand 
brick has been burned, which are as fine a3 
the country can produce. In color they 
are unsurpassed, being of a rich, warm and 
agreeable tint, instead of the raw, fiery red, 
for which brick are proverbial, and when 
laid up in a building will make a splen­
did structure. The walls so far, present a 
complete net-work of flues, constructed in 
the most approved manner, for heating and 
ventilation. Every room in the building is 
to bo provided with a proper number of hot 
air and ventilating flues, the latter opening 
at the ceiling and also at the floor, so as to 
carry off not only the lighter but the heav­
ier gases. The system of heating and ven­
tilating is regarded by competent judges as 
the most perfect thing of its kind in the 
country.

MB. EDITOR :—This is a quiet day, for 

many of my neighbors are attending the 
celebrations held in various places in this 
County, and more or less of that number 
will forget patriotism and drink to excess, 
in the various unlicensed rumholes of which 
we now have so many in our County. 

The liceuse law, under the late decision 
of the Court of Appeals, is working out great 
good; the ollicera of the law whose duty it 
is to enforce its provisions, are discharging 
that duty with fidelity ; and every good cit­
izen should sustain them by strongly setting 
their faces against all outside "sympathizers,'" 
who, when a drunkard or liquor seller is ar­
rested, are ready to exclaim, "he ought to be 
released," "a contribution should be taken 
up to pay his fne" "none but poor men suf­
fer under this law" "it will get so by and 
by, that poor men will have no rights. 

To all such persons, I wish to say that 
poor men have all the rights, not only under 
the license law, but all other laws, that the 
rich have; but neither the rich man nor the 
poor man has a right to get drunk and dis­
turb the public peace; nor to sell liquor 
against the provisions of law, to make oth­
ers drunk ; all of these things are an offence 
against public rights, which no man, whether 
rich or poor, has a right to commit; but if 
be will drink and commit these wrongful 
acts, then society has the right to protect it­
self against him, and if need be to shut the 
wrong-doer up in prison until he will cease 
from committing them. That is the princi­
ple of our present law, it denies io no man 
the right to drink liquor if he pleases, but 
if he does drink it, he does so upon his own 
responsibility, and every abuse of it, the law 
will punish, no matter whether he be rich 
r.r n o o r 

The couduct of these " sympathizers " is 
more reprehensible than tbatof the drunkards 
themselves, for drunkards are generally la­
boring under tho infirmity of an appetite 
which they can neither satisfy nor control ; 
they know that this appetite has ruined their 
usefulness, their character and their reputa­
tion ; and in their sober moments often wish 
that there was not a drop of liquor in the land, 
but these"sympa^2zer*"sometimes have rep­

utation and character in their own neigh­
borhood, and that gives them power for mis­
chief, for their defence of the drunkard p.nd 
the mmseller, springs from the lowest and 
meanest motives that can move the human 
heart, that of a low popularity among drunk­
ards and those who make drunkards, so that 
by the aid of their votes, they may be elec­
ted to some petty office, to which the virtu­
ous and honorable of their own party wo'd 
be ashamed to name them. These " sym­
pathizers " are often seen in low groceries 
and other public places, demagogueing on 
the " rights of the liquor sellers " and the 
" liberties of Ike drunkard" and if there is a 
class of men on earth whose society should 
be avoided, shunned and abhorred, in every 
community, it is this class of " sympathizers."

EDITOR HAVANA JOURNAL:—Sir, in the 

last Walkins Republican a great bluster is 
made that not one cent will be paid upon 
the County Buildings at your place. It is 
probably fortunate for the County of Schuy­
ler that the editor of that little sheet is not 
cbiefdictator in the County, and that wc bayo 
some officers in the County who will dis­
cbarge all their legal duties, let others do as 
they may. 

Many of the citizens of that place have 
so long cried out *' Unconstitutional Law," 
that they have come to the conclusion that 
all otheis think like themselves, that all laws 
are unconstitutional, and may be trampled 
upon with impunity. When a class of cit­
izens have become so reckless as to oppose 
the best educational interests of the County, 
can anything better be expected from them ? 

The hardy sons of toil, who labor hard to 
pay the enormous taxes levied upon tbem, 
will ere long, raise in their majesty and teach 
those public officers who neglect or refuse 
to regard the acts of the Legislature, a les­
son that they icill not misunderstand. 

That thousands upon thousands of dollars 
have been raised for public buildings, and 
not a dollar legally applied by the Supervi­
sors anywhere, will no longer be quietly en­
dured. 

That the Treasurer should be made rich 
from the interest upon the public monies in 
bis hands, for which the people are in debt, 
and paying interests is a bad system of finance 
and will ere long explode. 

The present board of Supervisors, although 
in part made up of the old members, is com­
posed of enough new members who will 
faithfully discharge their duties that we may 
ero long expect the dawning of better days 
in our midst. 

It is this disregard of law among our own 
public officers that gives us such bad repute 
abroad, and it is now evident that little 
Schuyler has for the last time elected to of­
fice any man who is known to have neglec­
ted or refused to discharge his legal duties 
as a public officer.

CELEBRATION AT WATKINS.—The cele­

bration of the eighty-second Anniversary of 
our Nntional Independence, passed off a> 
Watkins in excellent spirit. The day was 
beautiful—the air pure and balmy, and 
nothing occurred to mar the pleasures of 
the occasion. An excursion train left here 
at 1) o'clock, loaded with several hundred 
of our citizens, besides the Southern Tier 
Rifles and Fire Company No. 1, who were 
invited to take part in celebrating the Fourth 
with the citizens of that place. On their 
arrival there, they were received by the 
Marshals ofthe day and a large body of cit­
izens, and escorted to their head-quarters, 
where refreshments were served them. 

At 1 o'clock the procession formed in 
front of the Jefferson House, under the di­
rection ofthe Marshal and Assistant Mar­
shals, and marched to the Court House, 
where the usual ceremonies of the day were 
performed. The Oration was delivered by 
Geo. M. Horton, Esq-r, of Geneva, in a style 
of eloquence admirably suited to the occa­
sion. 

After the exercises were over, the proces­
sion again formed, and marched to the Jef­
ferson House, where dinner was served to 
all who wished. 

At 3 o'clock the "Fantastics" made their 
appearance, and after marching through the 
principal streets of the village, halted in an 
open lot in front of the Jefferson House, 
where an Oration was delivered in fine Irish 
brogue by one of their number. Some of 
the characters were very well got up, but 
thuao which attracted the roost attention, 
was Brigham Young and his twelve wives, 
and Flora Temple with her "fancy" driver. 

During the afternoon, Fire Company No. 
1, of Elmira, accompanied by the Syracuse 
Brass Band, made an excursion on the lake. 
Other Fire Companies, we believe, also made 
similar excursions during the day. The fire­
men, as a body, made a very fine appear­
ance, and added quite a feature in the pro­
cession. 

At 5 o'clock, the Southern Tier Rifles 
made a public parade in the Park, which 
was witnessed by a large concourse of peo­
ple. They made a fine appearance with 
their beautiful uniform, and went through 
their manoeuvres admirably well. In fact, 
most of those who were present, had the 
impression they were old and experienced 
soldiers, and when informed they had not j 
been in existence a year, they cou!d hard­
ly believe the fact. 

At 7 o'clock the Company was invited 
by Mr. S. T. Arnot to take an excursion on 
the Lake, which was accepted. After re­
turning, by invitation of Messrs. Ttithill «fe 
Lewis, they attended the grand National 
Festival in a body, and joined in the merry 
dance, which ended the festivities of the 
day.
